A. HISTORY OF THE SOFTWARE

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Python was created in the early 1990s by Guido van Rossum at Stichting

Mathematisch Centrum (CWI) in the Netherlands as a successor of a

language called ABC.  Guido is Python's principal author, although it

includes many contributions from others.  The last version released

from CWI was Python 1.2.  In 1995, Guido continued his work on Python

at the Corporation for National Research Initiatives (CNRI) in Reston,

Virginia where he released several versions of the software.

 The licenses for most software are designed to take away your

freedom to share and change it.

 This license, the Lesser General Public License, applies to some

specially designated software packages--typically libraries--of the

Free Software Foundation and other authors who decide to use it.

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A "Secondary Section" is a named appendix or a front-matter section of the Document that deals exclusively with

the relationship of the publishers or authors of the Document to the Document's overall subject (or to related

matters) and contains nothing that could fall directly within that overall subject. (Thus, if the Document is in part a

textbook of mathematics, a Secondary Section may not explain any mathematics.) The relationship could be a matter

of historical connection with the subject or with related matters, or of legal, commercial, philosophical, ethical or

political position regarding them.

 

The "Invariant Sections" are certain Secondary Sections whose titles are designated, as being those of Invariant

Sections, in the notice that says that the Document is released under this License.

For both users' and authors' sake, the GPL requires that modified versions be marked as changed, so that their

problems will not be attributed erroneously to authors of previous versions.

 

Some devices are designed to deny users access to install or run modified versions of the software inside them,

although the manufacturer can do so. This is fundamentally incompatible with the aim of protecting users' freedom

to change the software. The systematic pattern of such abuse occurs in the area of products for individuals to use,

which is precisely where it is most unacceptable. Therefore, we have designed this version of the GPL to prohibit

the practice for those products.

TERMS AND CONDITIONS

 

0. Definitions.

 

This License refers to version 3 of the GNU General Public License.

 

Copyright also means copyright-like laws that apply to other kinds of works, such as semiconductor masks.

Contributors may not remove or alter any copyright notices contained within the Program.

If distribution of object code is made by offering access to copy from a designated place, then offering equivalent

access to copy the source code from the same place satisfies the requirement to distribute the source code, even



             Open Source Used In SON Suite R19B                                                                                                                                    772

though third parties are not compelled to copy the source along with the object code.

(We have not seen how to achieve this as regards changes in header files, but

we have achieved it as regards changes in the actual functions of the Library.) The hope is that this will lead to faster

development of free libraries.

 

The precise terms and conditions for copying, distribution and modification follow. Pay close attention to the

difference between a "work based on the library" and a "work that uses the library". The former contains code

derived from the library, while the latter only works together with the library.

 

Note that it is possible for a library to be covered by the ordinary General Public License rather than by this special

one.

 

TERMS AND CONDITIONS FOR COPYING, DISTRIBUTION AND MODIFICATION

 

0. This License Agreement applies to any software library which contains a notice placed by the copyright holder or

other authorized party saying it may be distributed under the terms of this Library General Public License (also

called "this License"). Each licensee is addressed as "you".

 

A "library" means a collection of software functions and/or data prepared so as to be conveniently linked with

application programs (which use some of those functions and data) to form executables.

The purpose of this License is to make a manual, textbook, or other written document "free" in the sense of freedom:

Secondarily, this License preserves for the author and publisher a way to get

credit for their work, while not being considered responsible for modifications made by others.

			    Preamble

 

 The licenses for most software are designed to take away your

freedom to share and change it.  By contrast, the GNU General Public

Licenses are intended to guarantee your freedom to share and change

free software--to make sure the software is free for all its users.

 

 This license, the Lesser General Public License, applies to some

specially designated software packages--typically libraries--of the

Free Software Foundation and other authors who decide to use it.  You

can use it too, but we suggest you first think carefully about whether

this license or the ordinary General Public License is the better

strategy to use in any particular case, based on the explanations below.

 

 When we speak of free software, we are referring to freedom of use,

not price.  Our General Public Licenses are designed to make sure that

you have the freedom to distribute copies of free software (and charge
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for this service if you wish); that you receive source code or can get

it if you want it; that you can change the software and use pieces of

it in new free programs; and that you are informed that you can do

these things.

 

 To protect your rights, we need to make restrictions that forbid

distributors to deny you these rights or to ask you to surrender these

rights.

 The licenses for most software are designed to take away your

freedom to share and change it.  By contrast, the GNU General Public

Licenses are intended to guarantee your freedom to share and change

free software--to make sure the software is free for all its users.

 

 This license, the Lesser General Public License, applies to some

specially designated software packages--typically libraries--of the

Free Software Foundation and other authors who decide to use it.  You

can use it too, but we suggest you first think carefully about whether

this license or the ordinary General Public License is the better

strategy to use in any particular case, based on the explanations below.

 

 When we speak of free software, we are referring to freedom of use,

not price.

These restrictions translate to certain responsibilities for

you if you distribute copies of the library or if you modify it.

 

 For example, if you distribute copies of the library, whether gratis

or for a fee, you must give the recipients all the rights that we gave

you.

 0. This License Agreement applies to any software library or other

program which contains a notice placed by the copyright holder or

other authorized party saying it may be distributed under the terms of

this Lesser General Public License (also called "this License").

   in the event an application does not supply such function or

   table, the facility still operates, and performs whatever part of

   (For example, a function in a library to compute square roots has

   a purpose that is entirely well-defined independent of the

   application.

 The licenses for most software are designed to take away your

freedom to share and change it.  By contrast, the GNU General Public

Licenses are intended to guarantee your freedom to share and change

free software--to make sure the software is free for all its users.
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 This license, the Lesser General Public License, applies to some

specially designated software packages--typically libraries--of the

Free Software Foundation and other authors who decide to use it.  You

can use it too, but we suggest you first think carefully about whether

this license or the ordinary General Public License is the better

strategy to use in any particular case, based on the explanations

below.

 

 When we speak of free software, we are referring to freedom of use,

not price.  Our General Public Licenses are designed to make sure that

Python was created in the early 1990s by Guido van Rossum at Stichting

Mathematisch Centrum (CWI, see http://www.cwi.nl) in the Netherlands

as a successor of a language called ABC.  Guido remains Python's

principal author, although it includes many contributions from others.

Preamble

 

The licenses for most software are designed to take away your freedom to share and change it. By contrast, the GNU

General Public Licenses are intended to guarantee your freedom to share and change free software--to make sure the

software is free for all its users.

 

This license, the Lesser General Public License, applies to some specially designated software packages--typically

libraries--of the Free Software Foundation and other authors who decide to use it. You can use it too, but we suggest

you first think carefully about whether this license or the ordinary General Public License is the better strategy to

use in any particular case, based on the explanations below.

 

When we speak of free software, we are referring to freedom of use, not price. Our General Public Licenses are

designed to make sure that you have the freedom to distribute copies of free software (and charge for this service if

you wish); that you receive source code or can get it if you want it; that you can change the software and use pieces

of it in new free programs; and that you are informed that you can do these things.

 

To protect your rights, we need to make restrictions that forbid distributors to deny you these rights or to ask you to

surrender these rights. These restrictions translate to certain responsibilities for you if you distribute copies of the

library or if you modify it.
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For example, if you distribute copies of the library, whether gratis or for a fee, you must give the recipients all the

rights that we gave you.

 The licenses for most software are designed to take away your

freedom to share and change it.
